15th Annual “Drive Out Domestic Violence” Golf Outing takes place on June 19

survivors and children to stop the spread of domestic violence.

Because of current state budget cuts and pending federal budget cuts, the golf tournament is part of A

most fragile neighbors in our communities. Last year the organization turned away over 500 individuals
due to lack of funding.

“It is imperative that we continue to host events like the golf outing in the community,” A Safe Place
Executive Director, Pat Davenport, said. “One out of every three women and one out of every seven
men — over 88,000 of our neighbors — will experience domestic violence in their lifetime. Only through
staying visible will we stop the spread of domestic violence.”
