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October is Domestic Violence Awareness month. One in three women and one in four men will
experience some sort of violence by an intimate partner. That is 117,000 women and 87,000
men in Lake County.

15.5 million children in the United States live in families in which domestic violence happens at
least once every year. In Lake County, that equates to 59,726 children who are affected by

violence.
